All Saints’ Sunday 
 

 All Saints' Day is a universal festival of the Church. 
This festival day directs our attention to the richness of 
Christian    history and the varied experiences of the 
grace of God by lifting up the lives of the saints.  

          The custom of commemorating all the martyrs of the Church on a single day 
goes back at least to the third century. All Saints' Day (Nov. 1) celebrates not only 
the martyrs and saints, but all the people of God, living and dead, who   together 
form the mystical body of Christ.  

In recent tradition, the Feast of All Saints’ has been celebrated on the first 
Sunday in November. Originally a feast to celebrate the many saints who had no 
specific feast day, it is now for us a baptismal feast day that celebrates our death 
and resurrection to new life in Jesus Christ. 
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Christ the King Sunday 
 

On this final Sunday of the church year our gospel is Jesus' 
great story of judgment. In the end, the faithful are those who 
served Christ by ministering to those who are poor, hungry,    
naked, sick, or estranged. In the first reading God is the       
shepherd who seeks the lost, weak, and   injured and feeds them 
with justice. We gather this day to celebrate the reign of Christ 

and his victory over death, yet awaiting the consummation of all things yet to 
come. Acknowledging Christ as our merciful ruler, we go forth that his reign may 
be known in our loving words and deeds. 

ADVENT 
 

THE SEASON OF ADVENT, which is the beginning of the 
church year, is a time of waiting, a time of preparation, hope 
and joyful anticipation for the celebration of Christ's coming as 
God among us, for Christ's coming to us in Word and           
Sacrament now, and for Christ's coming at the end of the 
age.  The word ADVENT is from the Latin phrase adventus 
Domini, meaning the coming of the Lord.  The color of Advent is 
a shade of blue that reminds us of the color of the night sky just 

before sunrise, a sky, which symbolically in the season, holds the promise of the 
Light, which is to come.
